Objectives

1. Conduct a concise and objective interview in the proper setting with the parent and / or child without legal compromise of the child’s history or capacity for future forensic interview. 
2. Examination of the child abuse victim in the proper setting with appropriate recognition of limitations of examination
3. Forensic collection regarding sexual assault kits, photographs, documentation and involvement of police.  
4. Recognize the need for specific laboratory and / or radiographic studies and ensure proper specimen collection for medical evaluation and therapy. 
5. Understand Emergency Department practice guidelines of child abuse regarding the complete evaluation of the child, distinguishing documentation on the medical record, and identification of different organization roles as part of the multi-disciplinary process within the emergency department.
